OUTREACH MATERIALS:
A minimum of three outreach materials that describe the 9 enforcement operations and promote safer parties will be developed and distributed across campus.  These may include table tents, posters, drink cozies, and other promotional items.  The outreach materials you select will determine the type and length of the project message to be presented.  
Here are some suggestions for outreach materials messaging:

Pre-planning can make the party a success!!!!

Suggestions:

· Inform your neighbors to contact you before the police then listen and act upon their concerns

· Control the size – large/ loud parties can get out of control and attract the police
· Designate responsible friends to help you monitor the party and intervene before a problem occurs

· Have a plan for intoxicated guests (to stop them drinking more and to get them home safely via taxi or safe rides program)

Ultimately the host is responsible for the premises and the safety of their guests – know your legal and ethical obligations!

Pre-planning can help keep you and your friends from experiencing trouble.
Suggestions:

· Large “open” parties can be dangerous – be selective when deciding where to go
· Have a plan to watch out for members of your group

· Determine what you will do if a friend becomes intoxicated to reduce the risk of any harm

· If driving, designate a sober driver (no alcohol) - university and city police are patrolling to keep drunk drivers off the road
· Make decisions that will keep you and your friends safe

Are you hosting a party tonight???
Here are some things to consider …….

· Make a decision to keep your party small and under control since the host is ultimately responsible - university and city police are responding to large unruly parties
· It can cost the host ($250) when the police have to come to your party for the second time
· What will you do with someone who’s had too much to drink (get them a ride home and keep them from drinking even more).

Be Smart when hosting a party and have a plan to avoid the police knocking on your door!!!

Can you answer these party host questions????
· What should a host do when police knock on their door? 
· Answer:  reduce noise, control the crowd, or close the party down

· What happens when the police return for a second time?
· Answer:  the host is cited for a violation that includes a fee of up to $250 for first offense (varies by city)

· How can you avoid the police from visiting your party?
· Answer:  Keep the party small, only invite friends, and keep guests from becoming drunk.
· What should a host do if a guest is unsafe to drive?

· Arrange for a safe way home e.g. call a taxi or safe rides program
