Email Reminders

During the year, you should plan to send out three or more email reminders to students on campus to make them aware of enforcement activities.  These should be timed to coincide with particular events like enforcement blitzes or campus events (like homecoming or similar occasions).  Some suggested wordings follow, but you can adapt them to fit your campus.

Subject:  Where’s the party?

If the party is at your place, you should be aware that ***COMMUNITY*** police are sending out party patrols to bust parties that are too loud or rowdy or where minors are being served alcohol.  If the police have to come back to your address, you can be fined up to $1000.

Subject:  Who’s driving?

If you are out partying this weekend, you should know that ***COMMUNITY*** police are out in force to bust drunk drivers.  But you don’t have to worry – just designate a sober (and we do mean sober!) driver and get everyone home safely.
